Intro. Luke 19:11-27  

Repeat: 19:17  "And he said to him, 'Well done, good slave, because you have been faithful in a very little thing, be in authority over ten cities.'

Read: Luke 16:10-11  "He who is faithful in a very little thing is faithful also in much; and he who is unrighteous in a very little thing is unrighteous also in much. If therefore you have not been faithful in the use of unrighteous mammon, who will entrust the true riches to you?

Body: Little Things Matter

1. Little acts of faithfulness are important. 

And, little acts of unrighteousness are important too.

2. We usually minimize little things whether they be good or bad. 

“What good could that do?”    “What harm could that do?”

3. Jesus taught that faithfulness in little things ensured being entrusted with bigger riches. 

And...unrighteousness in little things would lead to even what you had being taken away. I’m not sure I know what that means, but it doesn’t sound good.

4. People whom God has entrusted with the “greater riches” got there because God saw that they had been faithful in the little things. 

Be faithful in the little, and you’re entrusted with more. It’s a kingdom principle. 

Conclusion:

1. There are two things I know:

a. I want to be entrusted with the greater riches.

b. I don’t want, through little acts of unrighteousness, to have taken from me what little I do have. 

2. Some of you are down-playing little acts of faithfulness. God wants to encourage you and let you know how important those things are to Him. 

And, some of you might be minimizing little acts of unrighteousness. God wants you to know that those things are important to Him as well.
